	Where walking off road and because of the darkness, group leaders should be very familiar with route (and escape routes) and have had night walk experience in that area previously.

	Getting separated from group
	Give each pupil a number.  Number off regularly to ensure group members are all present.  Ensure adults are at the front and back of the group and group to keep together at all times.  If pupil does become separated, safeguard remainder of group, follow missing person procedure; organise search and emergency rescue if necessary.
