	Disembarking coach

(Next to Studland – Corfe Road)
	Coach always drops off groups with coach exit facing non road side. Groups organised and briefed before getting off coach.  Member of staff to supervise at doorway, centre staff gather pupils in an allocated place well away from road.
	P

	Crossing Studland to Corfe Road (Start of orienteering)
	Extra vigilance on this fast section of road. Adults supervising in road should position themselves far apart (one on the brow of the hill) and have planned, clear signals for each other.
	P

	Long walk and hilly terrain leading to fatigue, onset of medical condition e.g. asthma
	Set pace according to ability and leave plenty of time. Have means of evacuating individual if necessary. Observe any relevant medical conditions of any individual.  Two staff in each group so that any medical emergency can be dealt with as safely as possible. Try to ensure one is first aid trained. If not, group infront and behind must have a first aider and telephone contact available at all times.

	Exposure to weather
	Prepare diligently for conditions. See generic RA on weather. Monitor individuals and have escape plan for emergency situations. 
	P

	Getting lost
	Teachers given emergency contact list, first aid kit with whistle and escape route map. Follow “Getting lost” procedure in orienteering pack.
	P

	Child getting separated from the group.
	 Ensure well being of group. Follow “Missing Person” procedure. See generic RA on group walking and losing a pupil.
	P

	Bull in field!
	Stay together as a group, insist children remain quiet and calm and leave plenty of space to walk around the animal.  Occasionally alternative route may need to be taken if conditions appear unsafe for walking around the animal.  OS map showing alternatives to be carried by each group.

	Injury from low lying branches
	Warn group of low lying vegetation, especially if branches etc.. are close to eye level.  Ensure whole group has heard and are aware.

	Organised and supervised crossings. See Generic RA.
