	Injury to animals
	Children briefed about the animals and about their treatment. Children not to feed the animals.

	People to remain seated throughout the ride.

	Injury on the trampolines
	Children not allowed under the age of 6. Maximum charge allowed: 90kg.

Children not allowed on the trampoline unless supervised by an adult.
Teachers to visually check the jumping surface is dry and cleared from objects. Teacher to read the “Safety information” attached to the trampoline, and inform the children before they start to play.
