	Steps leading down to beach and ledges
	Member of staff to supervise especially at the bottom as the steps run out and children are faced with a small but often slippery slope onto the beach. Take first aid kit.
	P

	Cliffs near the helipad
(No safety rail)
	Children need to be supervised here and kept away from the edge
	P

	The Ledges extending out to sea from the beach
	The Ledges are slippery when wet and extend out a long way. Students should not walk out on them. Brief and supervise. Take throw rope.
	P

	Steps beyond WW2 command post
	Steep steps with no hand rail – need to be supervised

These steps lead to a promenade which is prone to immersion at high tide. Check tides!
	P, CS, SS

	Slippery rocks on beach – broken bones
	Safety briefing for students – no running, jumping from rock to rock avoid green covered rocks.  Wet rocks generally slippery.
Make sure children have at least 1 hand free in case they fall.  Place trays near to waters edge to reduce distance pupils have to travel with specimens.

	The sea – drowning!
	Safety brief, demarcate a clearly defined safe area, supervise preferably with whistle, carry throw rope, check numbers.
	P

	Falling rocks from cliffs 
	Don’t allow children to wander to the back of the rocky shoreline.  When briefing children about boundaries, explain dangers of the cliff and clearly demarcate area to include cliffs.    See also generic risk assessment fro cliffs.
	P

	Getting wet, hypothermic
	Children not allowed to be in water up to the top of wellies.  Feet only.  This needs to be re-inforced especially if conditions are quite rough and tide is still quite high
	P

	Infection caused by crab bite
	Students will have nets or containers in which to carry crabs and / or be told how to handle them or avoid them (if they’ve got red eyes!)

First aid kits with wipes and dressings  carried to clean any wound.
	P

	Sensitivity to anemone sting
	Follow-up medical care if required.

	Throwing stones.
	Only as part of a supervised, structured activity.
