	Course checked for rough edges.

	Rope burns
	Safety brief and supervision.

	Abrasion from wire
	Wires checked for burrs.

	Back injuries
	Check medical forms or with leader in charge of persons with history of back injuries.
Safety briefing and spotting to provide physical support.

	Individual element hazards
