	Steep Banks, Approach to Quarr 
	Leader in front to control the group warn of running, slipping and difficult to stop
	All

	Steep Banks, Approach to Dancing Ledge
	Leader to stop group, warn of running, group then to follow in leader’s foot stepson grass bank adjacent to natural surfaced footpath. Walk on grass as small stones and uneven surface underfoot increases the risk of falling. If the grass is wet adjust speed and guidance to reduce the risks of slipping.

	Unprotected Cliff Edge Footpath


	The coastal path is unprotected for approximately 400 metres from Anvil Point Lighthouse in a western direction keep group together and warn of sheer drops. Use short alternative inland route.
	All

	Coast Path
	Inform the group of the sheerness and height of the cliffs and that   the path is extremely uneven under foot with the risks of tripping and twisted ankles present. The group is to walk in single file behind the leader. When passing other walkers the leader will pass them on the side furthest away from the cliff edge without putting other walkers at risk and discouraging the group from looking over the edge. Vegetation is present along the path some is prickly inform group to keep hands, arms and exposed areas away from bushes.

	Stiles
	Stiles are present along the path careful mount and dismount is to be encouraged, do not jump onto uneven surface. Leave enough room of 1.5 metres between the person crossing and the next person to avoid getting kicked.
	All

	Barbed Wire
	Stock fencing including barbed wire is present along the footpath, the group should not hold onto it to help them over stiles, up banks, etc. and should not run hands along it – it will cut.
	All

	Throwing Stones
	The throwing of stones is not permitted anywhere along the footpath as there are climbers on the cliff and to stop the group getting too close to the cliff edge to see where their stones have gone and from hitting each other with stones.
	All

	Arrival at Dancing Ledge


	Gather group together before crossing stiles and reiterate sheer drops, uneven surfaces, uneven steps leading to the ledge itself and the strong currents in the sea. Take to assembly / muster points again reiterate sheer drops, etc. and safety areas, warn of other climbers and their climbing ropes;- hand over to Brenscombe if applicable. 
	All

	Toilets
	There are no toilets on the route or at Dancing Ledge, the group are advised to ‘go’ before we leave. For desperate cases secluded/private places should be sought by the individual concerned. Disposable bags and baby wipes shall be available for hygienic purposes.
