	Steep, grassy slopes
	Children to walk at all times in the castle, sticking to footpaths as much as possible.
	P

	Climbing walls
	Children not permitted to climb on the walls – supervised at all times.

	Warning: fast road – stop traffic, wait for it to come to a standstill.
See generic road crossing RA

	Keep: Fore Building (View point)

Lack of guard rail in places

(Falling off)
	Children to be supervised and kept away from places with no guard rail.
No climbing on safety rail or wall.
No throwing stones.

	Uneven cobbled path sometimes slippery.
	Children not to run – keep together and supervise.

	Muddy, single track running around outside of castle half way up hill on east side.
	Single file. No running. 
Track to be used on suitable days only – weather, type of group etc.

	Road crossing at West Mill
	Position staff on bridge and at cusp of bend – traffic quite fast here.

	Rolling down hills in castle’s outer bailey
	Children not permitted to roll down the hill (warning of possible dog/ sheep mess on the ground)

	Children scaring livestock 
	In summer and spring, livestock are sometimes grazing in the Castle grounds.
Children to be warned and advised on suitable behaviour around animals. 
Keep children together and calm.
