	Story telling/Drama 
Primary source, illustrates 1000 years of history. Story telling session which includes drama, sketching and storyboard recording – links to literacy. 



Spy Mission
A decision making exercise which cast the pupils in the role of spies planning an attack on the castle. Pupils use information gained from a walk around the castle and listening to castle guards, knights etc (School Staff) to plan their way into the Castle to capture the Baron.

Castle Study Room 
Inputs from a National Trust expert about the history of the Castle. Hands on artifacts and costumes – session normally combined with a visit to the Castle

River Study (weather dependent)
Looking at river ecology and habitats in the stream at Corfe Castle.

Mapping 1 
Pupils develop their own sketch map around the castle and village square. Climb East Hill (steep!) to observe contours and to construct a compass rose. Can include use of OS map.

Mapping 2 
Create a plan of the castle layout to include features of a Norman castle, linked with design technology on the beach.
