	Planning Issue(s) 
Swimming Pool / leisure or tourist attraction. Visit locations, assess feasibility and debate the issues arising.

Victorian Trail
Mapping Pupils explore the changes that have occurred since Victorian times by comparing Victorian photographs with present landscape. Ideal for use of digi-cams.

Victorian Architect 
Discussion of architects criteria for external design. Sketching of architectural styles around Swanage culminating in own design of a Victorian house. Ideal for use of digi-cams.

Shop Survey
Using the context of designing a new shop for Swanage pupils collect data about the position and type of shops in Swanage. Data collection is carried out in the town in ¾ staff accompanied groups. Information on shop/ premises use is shared on return to the class room and analysed as appropriate.
Steam Railway 
Visit to local station – history and technology of steam transport in Swanage. Trips on a steam train are possible in the summer months. Link with Corfe Castle.
