	Purbeck Grid Map (Monday p.m.) 
Classroom session introducing the group to the area by drawing their own simplified map on a photocopied grid.

Weather Recording (Monday p.m.)
Introduction to recording instruments for temperature, rainfall, wind speed and direction, and air pressure. On-going activity during the week.
Challenge 
Team building - children carry out problem solving activities in groups. Staff appraise according to the level of co-operation, initiative, and ability to solve the task together.
Purbeck Stone Investigation – Rock 
Identifying various rocks, studying the characteristics of limestone and testing for hardness. Carving in limestone, limestone trail, dry stone walling and fossil making.
Mini Beasts 
Working in groups with pooters, magnifiers etc. to investigate the various habitats on site and identify the creatures found.
Design Technology 
Session to design, build, test and evaluate the construction of a land yacht. In groups of 4-6. 1 model per group.
Orienteering 
Using centre map to locate symbols and/or dominoes on buildings, recording and timing their own achievement. Also a competition course.
Low Ropes 
Activities combining teamwork and personal physical challenge on a range of low level apparatus including ropes, tyres and bridges. Maximum no. at one time = 28 pupils.

Forensics 
Based on a ‘who dunnit’ approach children use a range of forensic techniques (chromatography, hair analysis etc) to solve the mystery!
