	Who’s affected?

	“Mud River” (see map) – slippery and uneven with rocks sticking out of the ground
	Safety brief before – single file, no running, concentrate, sensible!
	P

	Blind road crossing on brow of hill / corner at junction of Bon Accord Road and Durlston Road
	One teacher to stand in road on brow, one to stand in road on corner. 
	P

	Cliff path between The Globe and Tilly Whim quarry
	Cliff wall very low in places. Keep group together and brief about potential risks. See cliff walking Generic RA.
	P

	Path from Tilly Whim to lighthouse includes cliffs and steep descent / ascent of cliff
	Not for all groups this one! Only for group leaders who have experience of the route. Again see Generic Cliff RA. 
	P

	Adders 
	Groups should stick to visible paths and avoid exploring long grass and rocky habitats (walls, scree, quarries)

Medical attention should be sought immediately – warden and phone at Visitor Centre
	P, CS, SS

	Hilly and fairly demanding terrain
	See group walking and medical conditions Generic RA’s
Appropriate footwear to be worn. Choose route suitable for group including visiting staff!
	P, SS

	Picking up debris, natural objects
	Visual check and safety brief about harmful substances – poisonous berries, dogs mess – wash hands at finish.
	P

	Getting lost
	Adults trained in use of compass! Adult to carry simplified Emergency Rescue map! Adult to have phone contact with other staff plus office. Access to phone and warden at Visitor Centre.
	P, SS

	Child getting separated from group
	Group to stay with adult all the time. Adult to check numbers regularly.
	P

	Steep paths – leading down to Globe and leading down alongside Nautical Mile Markers.
	Safety brief at top. No running! 
	P

	Dangers of land slips
	At the start of the woodland walk, (castle end) the land slip isn’t very well signed or very obvious.  Keep children away from this area when passing by.
	P

	Trapped fingers from walling activity
	If dry stone walling at the quarry ensure safety brief is given so that children do not pick up heavy pieces of rock or throw pieces down when others may be in close proximity.
	P

	Injury from low lying branches
	Warn group of low lying vegetation, especially if branches etc.. are close to eye level.  Ensure whole group has heard and are aware.
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
