	Like any night walk ensure that the group has sufficient torchlight to see and light / fluorescent clothing to be seen.

	Studland to Corfe Road
 (start of orienteering)
	Extra vigilance on this fast section of road. Adults supervising in road should position themselves far apart (one on the brow of the hill) and have planned clear signals for each other.

	Long walk and hilly terrain
	Set pace according to ability and leave plenty of time. Have means of evacuating individual if necessary. Observe any relevant medical conditions of any individual e.g. inhalers for asthmatics.

	Exposure to weather
	Prepare diligently for conditions – wet and cool summer night could feel like a winter’s day!

	P

	Child getting separated from the group.
	Give each pupil a number.  Number off regularly to ensure group members are all present.  Ensure adults are at the front and back of the group and group to keep together at all times.  If pupil does become separated, safeguard remainder of group, follow missing person procedure (generic risk assessments – other); organise search and emergency rescue if necessary.

	Getting lost
	Group leader to be familiar and experienced with route including escape routes.

	Tree roots lining path leading up to 9 barrow through King’s Wood
	Safety brief at start. Tight group management.

	Steep slope falls away from path described above
	Ensure path is torch lit and individuals keep well away from the edge.

	Unexpected new hazards
	Leader to carry OS map, escape routes etc… Leader to check route regularly to ensure route is safe from unexpected hazards.
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
