	Single file, no running, member of staff to assist with children getting over the stile

	Barbed wire fence – base of diagonal path
	Section of path leading to hill is lined with barbed wire. Brief pupils so they don’t injure themselves on the fence.

	Steep slope falls away from path described above
	Ensure individuals keep well away from the edge.  Brief pupils on potential hazard of steep slope.  If samples taken on steep slope, then access controlled and careful.

	Water borne diseases
	State of river visually assessed for any obvious pollution risk. 

Students to wash hands afterwards.  Carry anti- bacterial wipes / handwash

	Falling in river (cold and wet)
	Rivers are shallow so total immersion very unlikely.

	Samples taken in area where vegetation overhangs soil profile.  Pupils not to get close the edge when on top of profile

	Cuts, grazes
	Pupils to access top of profile as carefully as possible.  Try to avoid low bushes, gorse etc..

	Chemicals
	Barium sulphate used in controlled conditions.  After use, pupils to wash hands, and solution disposed of responsibly; ie returned in container and flushed.
