	Drowning
	Life jackets are available.  These do need to be requested at the start of the journey, (otherwise they will just be used in emergency)
	Pupils, School Staff, Centre Staff

	Boat breaking down
	Make sure details of operators license is all in order and up to date.
	

	Children falling overboard
	Make sure children remain seated throughout the trip.  NO kneeling on seats.  Ensure that an adult gets on the boat first to supervise children sitting properly as they get on the boat.
	

	Boat in trouble in rough water
	Make sure details of operating procedure is all in order and up to date, ensuring that operators are competent and can assess the conditions are satisfactory for sailing.
	

	Getting wet and hypothermic, or hot and sunburnt
	Make sure appropriate clothing is worn; brief all that there is a possibility of getting wet!  See generic risk assessment about weather conditions.
	

	Injury getting on and off the boat
	Ensure that a responsible adult is positioned to supervise children as they get on and off the boat.  A helping hand is often needed.
	

	Falling off jetty or pier.
	Ensure that responsible adult gets off the boat first so that children can be supervised on the pier and jetty.
	

	Trapping arms, hands as the boat docks
	Ensure all limbs are well inside the boat as it docks.
	

	Sea sickness
	Carry boiled sweets that will help symptoms of sea sickness.
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
