	Reduced visibility leading to slipping, tripping
	Adult at front with torch to light the way.

	Reduced visibility at road crossings
	Adults to take torches and wear fluorescent strips, bibs.

	Getting lost
	Where walking off road and because of the darkness, group leaders should be very familiar with route (and escape routes) by means of an effective brief.  Centre to provide OS map of the area, plus information on escape routes and emergency phones.
Centre staff on call to provide assistance.  Centre staff to check area regularly to ensure no changes with boundaries, land movements, new hazards etc.
	Pupils, School Staff

	Getting separated from group
	Give each pupil a number.  Number off regularly to ensure group members are all present.  Ensure adults are at the front and back of the group and group to keep together at all times.  If pupil does become separated, safeguard remainder of group, follow missing person procedure (generic risk assessments – other); organise search and emergency rescue if necessary.

	Situations with the public
	Warning: some isolated incidents with local youths in Swanage itself. We ask leaders to be vigilant and have clear and proper procedures if at anytime students are allowed “free time” in the town.
Teachers briefed by centre staff / local police of any known recent incidents.
