	Always walk groups on pavements wherever possible.

	Groups and staff should be briefed about expectations as far as “walking in a group” is concerned, e.g. walking in pairs, and be familiar with any instructions you may use.
	

	
	An adult should lead the party and another should remain at the back of the group. The other staff should place themselves intermittently along the line to manage the group most effectively.
	

	
	Groups should walk in pairs or single file on the pavement.
	

	
	Group should walk on the side of the pavement furthest from the road.
	

	
	Group walking should be carried out in the right atmosphere – the group should be calm and encouraged to be self-aware about potential hazards.
	

	
	If the group have to step off the pavement for (even just to walk around an obstruction) an adult should supervise this by standing between the children and any oncoming traffic.
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
