	Any exposed areas of skin must be covered with a high factor sun block.
	

	
	Adults should carry extra sun block so that they can top up throughout the day.
	

	
	Students should use hats and neck scarves if possible.
	

	
	The group should ensure that activities / stops take place in shade intermittently so exposure to sun is reduced.
	

	
	Any broken blisters as a result of sunburn should be treated as a first degree burn and medical attention should be sought to avoid infection. 

Treatment should include examination from hospital casualty staff after initial first aid.
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
