	On rare occasions students may be allowed to go off in small groups unsupervised.  As part of their safety brief they should be told not to go off with any member of the public under any circumstance.
	

	
	Also they should be reminded to exercise caution when talking to the public and be polite and courteous at all times. 
	

	
	A member of staff should be available at a known place so students can report any incident.
	

	
	Any incident deemed serious enough should be passed onto the police to follow up.
	

	
	The local police have in the past notified the centre of particular incidents which may require the centre and schools to be extra vigilant and limit exposure of groups to the public. 
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
