	Medical forms should be consulted to find out if any children have particular allergies to bites, stings, cuts or those with medical conditions affected by the above e.g. haemophilia.

	Plasters should only be administered if the adult is sure that the recipient is not allergic to the plaster.
	

	
	No creams will be applied to the affected area; only water or sterilised wipes.
	

	
	Any dressing should be removed at the end of the day / the following day to check, aerate the wound. Make sure dressing is not too tight thus restricting blood flow – check for tingling, redness, swelling around dressing.
	

	
	If the condition of the wound appears to be worse (or if not sure) seek medical advice.
	

	
	Centre teachers are all H.S.E. approved qualified first aiders and carry first aids kits when off-site.
